	What is the case study’s story?
	Young People March is a voluntary organisation, providing services for 7-18 year olds. Established 1993, charitable status 1994. Run with help from adults and young volunteers from the local community (NI 6, NI 110). Seeking to attract more users by providing 3 PCs and 3 desks with chairs, YPM sourced funding but the first tenders were too expensive for the budget.  YPM contacted the East of England Regional ICT Champion, Paul Ruskin, who put them in touch with an organisation that purchased the ICT equipment and furniture, arranged delivery and installation and networked the PCs to a printer and the internet – all significantly under-budget, enabling YPM also to contract for ICT support and training (PSA 2).
